At no times shall any person actively involved in campaigning be a member of the Committee. A member may disqualify himself/herself or be disqualified by the Committee at the request of a candidate. If the Committee fails to disqualify a member upon petition by a candidate, said candidate may appeal the decision to the Student Government Association. A member who is disqualified shall not in any way participate in the Committee's action for that specific election. An alternate Committee member will be nominated by the SGA.

 GUIDELINES

The following is a list of guidelines set forth by the Election Committee at Tougaloo College for the 2022-2023 Student Body Election.  The goal of the Election Committee is to ensure the electoral process is carried out in a fair and just manner and to make the entire election process efficient.  Moreover, the focus of the Committee is to enforce all rules and regulations set forth in the Student Handbook.

Article I:  Campaign Events

Section 1:
The following formula will be used to determine the number of events that any one candidate may have:

A. Candidates for any one position may have up to three events.

Section 2:
The following is a description of the three types of events allowed:

A. The Informative Event: This event is designated for issues that concern or positively impact the student body (example: Hypertension, Drug Awareness, STDs, etc.).

B. The Intellectual Event: This event is designated to allow the student body to get to know the candidate, his/her views and where he/she stands on various issues, as well as to hear the opinions and views or take advice from the student body.

C. The Social Event: This event is designated for festive interaction between the candidates and the student body (example, picnic, party, etc.).


Each candidate is allowed to have any event at which food is served.  The event at which the food is served will be left to the discretion of the candidate.  

Each candidate must submit a description of each event, the category in which it falls (informative, intellectual, or social) and whether this event will be the function at which the candidate chooses to serve food.  This description must be submitted with the Activity Request Form to the Office of Student Engagement.  A copy must also be submitted to the Election Committee.

Event Scheduling

1. Not more than one event may be held at the same time unless it’s a candidate not running for the same position.
2. No candidate may hold more than one event within a 24-hour time frame.

3. No off campus events.

4. No candidate will be allowed to hold any event within 24 hours from the opening of the polls.

Article II:  Campaign Regulations

Section 1:
Guidelines


A. Each candidate is responsible for cleaning up after each event held.

B. Each candidate is responsible for maintaining his/her campaign area in an orderly manner.

C. Each candidate must follow the steps for the scheduling of events.
D. Candidates are allowed to give away prizes per event allotted.

E. Candidates are allowed to pass out candy, balloons, buttons, pens, and campaign literature.

F. Candidates should be mindful that campaigning does not begin until Monday, February 27, 2023, after the official kick-off rally.

G. Each candidate is required to submit a list of his/her campaign committee members to the Election Committee.

H. All candidates are required to submit a position paper 48 hours prior to the day of the election, except during run-offs.

Article III:  Penalties

 Section 1:
Penalties will be determined after two formally typed complaints have been received by the Election Committee on the same violation.  The letter must be signed and must include the place, time, date, and full description of the occurrence.  Penalties will be enforced if any candidate fails to comply with the rules set forth by the Student Handbook or the guidelines set forth by the Election Committee.  Penalties will be enforced after an investigation has been conducted and a decision rendered by the Election Committee.

The penalties include:

A. Fines. Fines will be left to the discretion of the Election Committee.  All fines will be submitted to the SGA.  All fines must be paid before a candidate can host another event.  All monies must be submitted 24 hours prior to the Election to the SGA in the form of a money order or cashier’s check.

B. Suspension of one event.

C. Disqualification

Section 2:
Violations:  There are violations that could lead to disqualification.  The list is as follows:

A. Slander 

B. Vandalism

C. Distortion

D. Warren Hall Patio violation

E. No control over campaign committee

F. Campaign committee member breaks rules

G. No person may hold an unscheduled function/event on/off                campus in favor of any candidate

Article IV:  Appeals and Grievances
